Mayday discussion: 
There was some productive discussion regarding what we need from a Mayday policy. Some issues were resolved:

· There will not be an automatic upgrade to the response when NWCDS hears a Mayday. They will wait to hear from Command.
· NWCDS will inform Command and hold the channel.

· NWCDS wants us to come up with a number of vehicles/personnel we would want on an increased response. They will determine who and from where in order to get the response to the scene as fast as possible. 

Radio Programming
All agreed that going forward all NWCDS portables will be programmed so that the orange emergency button can transmit its emergency signal to designated radios in the Command vehicles. 

Incident Management Team
After much discussion it was agreed that what we already do is very similar to Incident Management Teams. Chiefs Andersen and Mikel will work on a draft to send to the 
sub-committee.
