Committee Reports

MABAS Executive Board: Ron Stewart reported that the Mobil Ventilation Unit (MVU) is now at the Wheeling Fire Department and Wheeling Fire Department members received the MABAS training on its use.
First Responder Task Force:  Bob Gorvett reminded everyone that the pharmaceutical distribution lists are due by January 15, 2012.  Last meeting was December 7, 2011 where Mutual Aid for private ambulances was discussed.
Communications/Box Cards: NWCDS was not present.  2011 box alarm statistics were submitted.  There was one issue with no tones being transmitted on a Des Plaines ambulance box.  This was a technical issue with NWCDS, a faulty antenna was replaced and the situation has been corrected.  Alan Wax reported that NWCDS did a good job recognizing the toning issue and per NWCDS protocol phone calls were made to the requested departments. 
Training:  No report.
Dive Team:  With Randy Freise’s retirement Scott Andersen solicited interest to fill the now vacant MABAS Division 1 Dive Team committee chairman position and advised the group that Palatine Battalion Chief Doug Hoyt has expressed interest.  No additional interest was generated in the room and as a result Doug Hoyt will assume the role of the MABAS Division 1 Dive Committee Chairman. 
TRT Team: No report.
Hazmat Teams: Henry Dawson reported that the Division 1 roster will consist of 10 deployable members, 10 Back-Up members and 10 on the Training roster.  Tier II cards need to be completed for these members.  Still having difficulty entering members into the website for Tier II credentialing.  Cannot have members on multiple deployable lists.  Ron Stewart will send out screen shots and instructions for Tier II credentialing.  Hank Clemmensen inquired into the HMMRT money that is being held by the Village of Palatine.  Scott Andersen will investigate and report back at the March meeting.
MABAS Website: The current web-site was created using old technology and needs to be completely redone.  The current site will be used as a model and quotes will be obtained to reconstruct.  Once completed someone within the division will be assigned to maintain the site.
Old Business:  
MABAS policy update –  Ken Koeppen reported that the policy and procedure sub-committee has now met twice.
