3. There was a meeting re: Ebola response in October at the MRC. Chief Andersen shared the information and PowerPoint presentation about putting together 
5-person Triple C teams in ambulances and station them throughout Cook County.

There were several questions and concerns about this plan and how it fits with what Division 1 is already doing. The consensus of the Division is that we would rather have MABAS issue “best practices” guidelines and have additional supplies at the MRC. All were also in agreement and understood that each municipality is responsible for itself.
