Committee Reports

MABAS Executive Board: Ron Stewart is still waiting for the Tier II credentialing issues to be resolved before he notifies Division 1 members to register.
First Responder Task Force:  The FRTF was scheduled to meet in Western Springs on June 22.  However, due to a power outage affecting the Western Springs Village Hall, the meeting was cancelled and has not yet been rescheduled.
Communications/Box Cards: No report.

Training:  Mike Loesch reported that he and Paul Wallis attended Train the Trainer ATV training in Frankfort along with 16 other MABAS divisions.  MABAS only wants trained individuals operating the MABAS ATV’s.  A policy will be created for the ATV’s use as well as a recommendation to purchase accessories. 
Dive Team:  Randy Freise reported that Division 1 along with Division 2 has dive training planned for late July / August at McGraws quarry in East Dundee.  Division 1 along with Division 12 is scheduled for dive training on August 13th and 20th at the Martingale quarry in Roselle.  The Watercraft Tech class should be held in late July or August, information will be forthcoming.  The Lynwood dive competition is scheduled for October 1st with no entry fee for the Division 1 team.  Division 1 is attempting to field a team but any department interested can also enter the competition.  The two C-Fish underwater cameras have been purchased and will be stored at Elk Grove and Wheeling.  The cameras add another safety step in dive operations, especially when operating in recovery mode.  MABAS sent out follow up information from the survey conducted at the Water Rescue seminar held in Peoria last May, 2011.   MABAS also sent out another statewide survey asking for additional information on swift water equipment and certifications.  Lt. Rishling will handle.  The underwater rescue team and the swift water rescue team state funding is moving forward.   
TRT Team: Bill Spencer reported that the May Division 1 TRT drill at NIPSTA went very well.  The RF meter that was approved is still be researched and will be purchased once the proper model is decided upon.
Hazmat Teams: John Malcolm reported that Mount Prospect will be hosting combined East and West Haz-Mat training on July 27th at Station 14, 2000 E. Kensington.  There will be 8 stations and Chiefs are invited to attend.  
MABAS Website: Nothing to report.
Old Business:  
Haz Mat team consolidation – Bob Falardeau reported that with Dave Miller’s retirement and his pending retirement that we will need new participation in the Haz-Mat team consolidation committee.  They have a good start but still need to finish the project.  Ron Stewart will send out an e-mail soliciting interest.
MABAS policy update – Scott Andersen reported that the MABAS policy and procedure review and updates are on going.  We would like to focus on the Division 1 RIT policy and invited the Division 1 training officers and interested Chiefs and Deputy Chiefs to participate / observe coordinated fire attack training in Palatine scheduled for late August, exact date to be determined.  At this training evolution the MABAS Div. 1 RIT policy will be evaluated and recommendations will be made by the training officers to the Chiefs for approval.  Specific concerns are radio frequencies and crews switching frequencies in IDLH atmospheres.  Paul Wallis will be coordinating this event with a date and details forthcoming.
