Committee Reports

MABAS Executive Board: Bob Gorvett e-mailed the meeting packet from the most recent MABAS Executive Board meeting and has 4 copies of a MABAS video created for elected officials should anybody require one.
First Responder Task Force:  Bob Gorvett submitted the updated pharmaceutical distribution list to Cook County and updated Box 999.
Communications/Box Cards:  Cindy Brick discussed year to date box alarm stats.  NWCDS is looking for a Division 1 “High Rise Policy”.  This will be turned over to the Policy and Procedure subcommittee to work directly with NWCDS.  Once evaluated the subcommittee can report back to the Chiefs for further direction.  Currently each department handles high rise fires consistent with their particular department’s policies and procedures.
The question of who is eligible to respond as a “Chief” on a box alarm was posed.  The Division 1 policy is Battalion Chief and above may respond as a Chief on a box alarm but must be MABAS Division 1 Incident Safety Officer (ISO) certified to function as the designated Safety Officer.

Training:  Mike Loesch resigned from Elk Grove Village and will no longer be the Training Committee chairman.  Ron Stewart reported that there will be a training officers meeting on March 15th where his replacement will be discussed.  More to come on this.
Dive Team:  Doug Hoyt discussed a near miss incident at the recent Des Plaines ice dive training.  A member was unfamiliar with his equipment and experienced trouble with his SCUBA tank while under water.  The incident was addressed within the Division 1 dive team and again within the affected members department.  Of particular note was complacency, the importance of attending training events that you commit to, adequate participation in event and have the proper safety equipment on standby (i.e. ambulance).  Money has been earmarked by Mother MABAS for swift water training.  MABAS is looking for divisions with an interest in becoming a type 1A Swift Water Team.  Doug Hoyt reports that all of the necessary equipment already exists within the Division 1 dive teams and this commitment would make the division eligible for training reimbursement.
