MABAS Executive Board: Ron Stewart reported that the GPS units are still being programmed and will be distributed soon.  CBRN mask replacement / accountability program was discussed with no further guidance at this time.  Ron Stewart continues to research the MABAS radio communication policy.
Cook County Fire Chiefs: Hank Clemmensen updated that the Cook County Apex radios have been distributed and there are more available for purchase or lease.  Lapel mikes, spare batteries and radio straps are also available for purchase.  The Cook County interoperability VHF and 800 frequencies should be programmed into these radios.  Hank will get further information out on this.  The Cook County interoperability frequencies are also being programmed into the unified command vehicles.
