Committee Reports

MABAS Executive Board: Bob Gorvett attended the annual MABAS conference and reports that Chief Jeff Macko was elected as MABAS president.  CBRN canisters should be distributed in the next 2 weeks and will have a 10 year shelf life.  The MARK I kits are being replaced in early April, 2010 with Duo Dote kits.  The new kits must remain in their sealed box until used.  Each shipment of Duo Dotes will have instructions and a “practice kit” included.  2 GPS units will be coming for each firehouse with the addresses of every firehouse, police station and hospital in Illinois preprogrammed in them.  A fire department does not have to have a local disaster declaration to request MABAS assets, they are available whenever needed.
Cook County Fire Chiefs: No report.
IAFC/Great Lakes Division: No report
Disaster Management: Next meeting is March 17, 2010.
Communications/Box Cards: Sue Cooper reports 2 box alarms thus far in 2010.  Cindy Brick requested an updated list of Division 1 assets and their location.
Training:  No report. 
Dive Team: No report.  
TRT Team: Bill Spencer reports that the Division 1 TRT Team would like to hold a drill on May 4, 2010 at NIPSTA.  The drill would last approximately 9 hours, 0800-1700 hours, and would include high angle, trench and confined space drills.  He is looking for a commitment of 40 technicians by March 20, 2010.  Squad 55A, Decon 1, Generator / Light Tower, Air Truck, Salvation Army Canteen (Serving lunch), 1 Engine and 1 ALS Ambulance would be required.  An IAP will be created and command staff and guests are invited to attend.  TRT team leaders should be going to their respective chiefs prior to March 20, 2010 to confirm their department’s involvement.  This drill will not be ITTF reimbursable.  Division 1TRT members would also like to conduct a second drill in October of this year but no formal plans are in place at this time.   
Hazmat Teams: Henry Dawson reports that he and Jim Conn attended a conference at the Illinois Fire Service Institute regarding state funding for Division 1’s Haz-Mat teams.  Currently Tech A, Tech B, NIMS100, NIMS700 and Haz-Mat Incident Command are reimbursable.  There is also a state of Illinois Haz-Mat deployment team list posted on the MABAS web site. 
MABAS Website: John Malcolm reports that Chris Truty is working on the daily Specialty Team Roster and will make its completion a priority.  

Old Business:  Ron Stewart expressed his thanks to all of those involved in the recent SAV inspection, it went very well and the report should be forthcoming.
New Business:  Ron Stewart brought forward Streamwood Fire Department’s request to move back to MABAS Division 1 as their primary division.

Ron Stewart advised that MABAS is encouraging the divisions to organize their incident management teams.  Division 1 could organize their own team but only one member from each member department would not be practical and we may want to open it up to member towns police and public works departments or team up with a neighboring MABAS division.  At some point this could become part of a SAV inspection.  Alan Wax said this is being done in MABAS Division 3 and that he will send out their procedure for review and comment.  Jim MacArthur stated that Division 12 also has an Incident Management Team and he suggested that we identify what qualifications are required to form a team within Division 1.
Ron Stewart reminded everyone that the MABAS days event is scheduled for March 24 & 25, 2010 with the VIP reception scheduled for the evening of the 24th.   Please confirm the number of attendees with Ron Stewart ASAP.  Ron will be contacting the various departments regarding the Division 1 assets that are scheduled to be involved in the event.

Scott Andersen presented the proposed 2010 MABAS Division 1 budget as presented.

Ron Stewart advised that he and Scott Andersen participated in a conference call with Mr. Don Klinger of VFIS to conduct a Division 1 insurance audit.  There is a potential for cost savings due to umbrella coverage of some Division 1 assets already covered on the mother MABAS policy.

Ron Stewart updated that he and Scott Andersen met with NWCD regarding dispatching the proposed Specialty Team consolidation.  It should be noted that this will require a considerable amount of data entry by NWCD and that there will be some unavoidable delays in dispatching so many towns and that we as Chiefs must be understanding of this.  Much discussion revolved around the Specialty Team consolidation with the following items being agreed upon in principle:

Water Rescue will now have 3 call types.  


Code 2 – Car in a flooded roadway.


DROW1 – Drowning in a pool


DROW2 – Drowing in open water or car off the roadway in water.

Haz-Mat will now have 2 call types.


HMAT1 & HMAT3

Technical Rescue will have 1 call type.

TECH

DROW2, HMAT3 & TECH call types will get all the appropriate on duty Division 1 techs.

The on duty shift commander will log onto NWCD’s E-Page system and will receive notification on his cell phone or pager of a request for his town’s special team members, incident type and address.

Each station will be toned out via “All Call”   

Units will go en-route and acknowledge with their primary dispatch center and then switch over to IFERN.  Once on the scene they will switch over to a “VHF” fireground channel to be determined by the incident commander.

All non NWCD towns will discuss dispatching issues with their respective dispatch centers in preparation for our next meeting in April.  A meeting will then be scheduled with a representative from each non NWCD dispatch center, the respective towns Fire Chief or his designee, NWCD and the Division 1 Executive Board to further discuss dispatching the Division 1 Special Teams.  Helen @ NWCD will continue to develop updated run cards for each towns Haz-Mat teams.  Once completed each town will review their Water Rescue, Haz-Mat and TRT run cards for accuracy.  The history of CCERT & HMMRT Haz-Mat teams operating within Division 1 was discussed and in the spirit of special teams consolidation a motion to move toward the two teams working more closely was discussed.
