New Business: 
FOR THE GOOD OF THE ORDER:  
a) Chief Wax discussed the NWCH EMS Advisory Board. If there are any Chiefs interested in replacing current Chiefs, they should let him know. Currently, Chiefs Schumann and Clemmensen serve as “primaries” while Chiefs Malcolm and Wax serve as “back-ups”. 
b) There was a short discussion re: the Houston/Galveston Purchasing cooperative. Palatine reports that they have used it for the last two ambulances, last two engines and the current truck, and it has worked very well. 
c) Keith MacIsaac reiterated that everything went very well in Wheeling’s TRT/HazMat incident. The system worked. Twenty-one Techs showed up very quickly and got to work. Sixteen of those TRT Techs were also HazMat Techs. This led to a very efficient use of our personnel.  Chris Clark said that from now on Streamwood will send HazMat 33 on all “Tech” calls. The consensus was that this was a good idea. Glenn Ericksen said Decon 1 has some equipment to get things started, but would need some support. Bill Spencer also agreed saying that 55 also has HazMat supplies, but welcomes support from HazMat 33. 

d) Keith MacIsaac reported that the MVU has a portable radio on it and Wheeling will be installing safety lighting and an opticom at no cost to the Division. Chief MacIsaac said he was a little surprised on how for and how often the MVU has been called, citing a few recent trips to Geneva. Chief Andersen said he will look in to that issue.
