Committee Reports

MABAS Executive Board: Chris Clark reported that rescue boats are coming to MABAS and there is currently a hold up in UASI money that is coming from Cook County.

First Responder Task Force:  Bob Gorvett reported that pharmaceutical distribution lists will soon be distributed to each member organization for updates and will be due by the end of January 2012.
Communications/Box Cards: Sue Cooper reported that the last Box Alarm was on August 22nd.  Mr. Nate Krause, NWCDS, will be assisting Cindy and Sue with MABAS issues.  NWCDS has also set up a new e-mail address for MABAS concerns, mabas@nwcds.org. 
Training:  Mike Loesch reported that radio designations are not consistent throughout Division 1.  This was evident at the Des Plaines drill in the spring and the Palatine drill this fall.  Keith MacIsaac stated that there is a MABAS policy that has been in effect for over 10 years and perhaps this is simply a training issue.  The MABAS training officers will review the existing policy, draft recommendations and forward to the policy and procedure sub-committee for final review.
Dive Team:  Randy Freise reported that the Division 1 dive team has been very busy.  There was no Lynwood dive competition this year but Palatine held a mini dive competition and hopes to expand on it in the future.  Approximately 20 divers participated.  Division 1 Dive-Masters would like to host a Water Ops / Ice Surface Rescue class in early 2012 which will match the state parameters.  The cost of the class would be approx $4,800.00 for 3 instructors, 8 hours/day for 4 days and each Division 1 department would be able to send 2 members.

TRT Team: John Fordon reported that the last TRT drill held at NIPSTA focused on Structural Collapse and Light Weight Shoring.  The drill went very well and all involved received compliments from the NIPSTA team leaders.  John also presented the 2012 Division 1 TRT budget which outlined Immediate, High Priority and Medium Priority needs.  Based on the request the following motion was made.

Hazmat Teams: Henry Dawson reported that he attended a team leader meeting in Wheeling and a new Max of Max (MOM) drill will be conducted in the future concentrating on the New Madrid Fault.  The G8 Summit will be held in Chicago in May 2012.  The following budget reductions occurred in 2011 for TRT & Haz-Mat from $33M to $22M and further reductions down to $18M are anticipated in 2012.  2012 UASI funds will be $53M but only 3 of the 8 former cities will be eligible (Chicago, New York and Los Angeles).  MABAS division’s statewide deployable rosters will be capped at 30.  10 Ready to be deployed, 10 Stay at home and 10 in training.  Each roster will have a 3 year stability cycle starting on 1/1/2012.  Dual statewide team rostering will no longer be acceptable for deployable teams.  A full scale validation exercise was held 10/24 – 10/28 which included deployment, reception, credentialing and mitigation at IFSI. Task Force 1 was deployed and it was determined that although they are technically self sustainable they will still need some support from local agencies (i.e. Chlorine Kits, ladders, etc.).  The West team will be holding an Ethanol based drill by the end of the year.
MABAS Website: Nothing to report.
Old Business:  
MABAS policy update –  Ken Koeppen reported that the policy and procedure sub-committee (Koeppen, Trost & Truty) will plan to meet monthly starting in December to review, update & revise all Division 1 policies.  They will also identify and insure the creation of needed policies.
New Business:  Division 1 has been offered a Mobile Ventilation Unit asset that the Wheeling Fire Department offered to house.
